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= Introduction

Japanese language education at Keio University started in the 1950s.
Today, the Center for Japanese Studies offers non-native speakers a
unique Japanese Language Program in which they can not only learn
the Japanese language but also explore unique Japanese customs and
culture.

The Program focuses throughout on helping students cultivate the level
of Japanese language proficiency required to perform research in a
specialized field of study. It offers a wide range of levels and subjects,
making it easy for students to find a curriculum that fits their needs.

= Program Capacity
180 students each academic year. The average class size is around 20 students
although this number may vary from semester to semester.

m Program Duration

The Japanese Language Program is a one-year program divided into Spring
and Fall Semesters.

Spring enrollment : Spring Semester and Fall Semester

Fall enroliment : Fall Semester and Spring Semester

Spring Semester runs from late March to mid-September, and Fall Semester
runs from mid-September to late March.

= Class Locations
Classes are held on Mita Campus in central Tokyo

= Study Levels, Subjects Offered and
Program Completion

The Main Course, which is the core of the Japanese Language
Program, is characterized by having a broad range of subject
options. Students are able to choose any subject of their interest
appropriate to their level. In addition to the Main Course, there is a
Pre-designed Course. Details on the Pre-designed Course will be
given after admission to the Japanese Language Program.

= Study Levels

The Japanese Language Program is divided into 9 study levels. Prior to the
start of each semester, all students in the Japanese Language Program are
required to take a placement test on the basis of which they are assigned to
an appropriate study level. In principle, students take classes at two different
levels during the one-year period of the program.

1 - 4 (Elementary), 5 - 6 (Intermediate),

7 - 8 (Advanced), 9 (Higher Advanced)

= Subjects Offered

The Japanese Language Program comprises 3 types of subjects: Japanese
Language Subjects, Japanese Studies on Society and Culture, and Optional
Subjects. In order to be considered to have passed the semester, students are
required to take at least 7 subjects from Japanese Language Subjects and/or
Japanese Studies on Society and Culture and earn at least 7 credits per
semester.

1.Japanese Language Subjects

The goal of these subjects is to improve speaking, listening, reading and
writing skills. The following subjects are offered for the relevant study
levels.

Grammar, Composition, Orthography, Modern Text Reading,
Newspaper Reading, Conversation, Presentation,

Aural Comprehension, Comprehensive Japanese,

Applied Composition, Situational Conversation

2. Japanese Studies on Society and Culture

These subjects are designed to increase students' knowledge of Japan's
society and culture. Classes are conducted solely in Japanese.
Japanese Social Studies (History of Japanese Literature, Noh Play)
Japanese Cultural Studies (Traditional culture, Japanese painting,
Japanese animation and TV game)

3. Optional Subjects

Subjects from the International Center Courses, which are taught in
English, are available as optional subjects. Moreover, students who
satisfy the registration requirements may also choose to take subjects
from the regular undergraduate or graduate programs offered by Keio
University. Optional subjects are irrelevant to the requirements for the
program completion.

= Program Completion

To complete the Japanese Language Program, students must have been
enrolled in the program for at least one year, passed their study level in the
first semester, progress to a higher study level in the second semester, and
passed the study level in the second semester as well. Students who
complete the Program will receive a Certificate of Completion.

Admission Capacity per Semester:

Approximately 90 students per semester including students admitted
as exchange students and Japanese Government (Monbukagakusho)
Scholarship students.

Application Period:

Early October for Spring Semester Admission

Mid-April for Fall Semester Admission
