The academic
year begins in April. Students must have sufficient proficiency
in Japanese, as classes are generally taught in Japanese*.

To enroll in these programs, international applicants need
to go through the same selection process as domestic
applicants in principle. The Faculties of Pharmaceutical
Sciences and Engineering also have a special selection for
privately-financed international applicants. In addition, the
Faculties of Law and Economics have a special selection
for graduates from schools located in countries other than
Japan.
